PRELIMINARY INFORMATION 
Cultural tours and workshops in Indonesia have been offered by the Center for World Music since 1971. Most participants enjoy the broad scope and relaxed approach, and there have been a number of repeat customers. The Indonesian people are famous for friendliness and hospitality and you will quickly feel at home there.

This year's Summer Workshops are a development from many previous workshops, which began in 1971 with the first organized on-site study program in Indonesia for Javanese and Balinese performing arts that was especially set up for foreigners. The success of many of those first participants who have used the experience to become leaders in their fields has inspired the continuation of workshops and cultural tours for more than thirty years now. 

The 2009 Integrated Arts and Culture for K-12 Teachers and Teaching Artists is designed for teachers in the United States and abroad who work closely with youth and who wish to have an intense cultural and arts training experience with leading teachers. Musicians, artists and theatre practitioners  will be able to bring back materials (notation, cassettes, CDs, DVDs, instruments, masks, paintings, frames, sculpture, traditional weaving, arts supplies) to share with their performance groups or their students. The program is designed to be flexible enough to accommodate those who do not yet have any background in arts of Indonesia so that they will be able to immerse themselves in a rich cultural experience through visual arts and performing arts study. Walks in the rice paddy and time with friends in traditional Balinese family compounds will be an important and memorable element of the program where we will experience arts, culture and religion interwoven with daily life. 

This year the program opens with an orientation on Wednesday, July 8, 2009, during which you will meet the teachers and become acquainted with the island of Bali and its culture. The orientation offers an organized tour and other activities but will also allow time for individual exploration, attending ceremonies, some performances and trying out the excellent restaurants of nearby Ubud village.

Immediately following the two weeks of workshop sessions, participants with their teachers will organize and present an intimate sharing of their work in the past two weeks,  where our staff and local friends and children are invited.  In the past five years, performances by workshop participants were a great success and warmly received by the locals.
