The University of Washington Southeast Asia Center will be supporting teachers who attend this study tour by providing three (3) curriculum fellowships for teachers in the amount of $500 per teacher (one per teacher).

Criteria for applicants:

· Provide a letter of recommendation by your principle faculty mentor, or other teaching professional.

· Agree to create a lesson plan based on your travel experience in this Center for World Music Program

· Agree to present this lesson plan at a teacher event

· Agree to submit a lesson plan within 45 days of returning from trip

· Upon submission of the lesson plan to the SE Asia Center, the teacher will receive a $500 curriculum honorarium.

· When you contact the SE Asia Center: Include a brief letter of interest, including a short paragraph or two outlining a possible project or lesson plan idea and why you are interested in that area and possible connections you might make (2) to the curriculum you already use in the classroom or (2) to a lesson plan that you have already introduced to the classroom. If it changes later after you have attended the program that is fine.  You will not be judged on the content of your idea, but on your commitment to your teaching and desire to create new curriculum.  In the letter you should state that you will complete the 3 scholarship recipient responsibilities  (i.e., create a lesson plan, submit a lesson plan, present the lesson plan) and then sign the letter.  It can be faxed, mailed, or made into a pdf and e-mailed.  The letter must have your signature.

Teachers will receive a certificate from the University of Washington as a Southeast Asia Center Master Teacher. 

Washington State clock hours may be awarded. Teachers will be listed on our website.

Teachers will gain a valuable connection to the Jackson School Southeast Asia Center, and we hope to continue a relationship with them to further their studies or to invite them to attend, or present workshops or seminars.
